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Abstract

Introduction and Objective: Non-communicable diseases are recognized as a clear threat not
only to human health but also to the growth and economic development of communities. Given
the limited resources for managing non-communicable diseases in developing countries,
prioritizing and decision-making regarding the type of population-centric preventive interventions
and strategies is crucial. Therefore, the present study aims to investigate the allocation of financial
resources to the Iranpan program for its implementation in a case study in Kerman County.

Materials and Methods: This study is a qualitative study conducted in Kerman County during
the years 1399-1401 (2020-2022). The study consisted of four phases: domain review, interviews,
focus groups, and institutional mapping. In the domain review phase, documents and materials
related to the Iranpan program, financial guidelines, and relevant reports were examined. In the
second phase, 13 interviews were conducted with stakeholders and experts within the university
and relevant organizations. The first interviews were in-depth, and then, based on the theoretical
framework of the Iranpan program and the allocation model, semi-structured interviews were
